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Notion of man, woman
is not absolute, says SC
'Cankeeppersonallawsout,alllawyerscanaddressusonSpecialMarriageAct'

The Supreme Court on Tuesday
made it clear that it will not go
into the personal laws governing

marriageswhiledeciding thepleas seek-
ing legal validation for same-sex mar-
riages and asked the lawyers to advance
arguments on the Special Marriage Act.

A five-judge constitution bench
headed by Chief Justice D Y
Chandrachud termedthe issue involving
the pleas “complex” and said the very
notion of a man and a woman, as
referred to in the Special Marriage Act,
is not “an absolute based on genitals".

“It is not the question of what your
genitals are. It is farmorecomplex, that's
the point. So, even when the Special
Marriage Act saysman andwoman, the
verynotionof amanandawoman isnot
an absolute based on genitals,” said the
Bench, which also comprised justices
Justices S K Kaul, S R Bhat, Hima Kohli
and P SNarasimha.

On being pointed out the difficulties
and ramifications for the Hindu
Marriage Act and personal laws of vari-
ous religious groups if the apex court
were to hold same-sex marriages valid,
the Bench said, “Then we can keep the
personal lawsoutof the equationandall
of you (lawyers) can address us on the
Special Marriage Act (a religion neutral
marriage law).” The Special Marriage
Act, 1954 is a law that provides a legal
framework for the marriage of people

belonging todifferent religionsor castes.
It governs a civil marriage where the
state sanctions themarriage rather than
the religion.

Solicitor General Tushar Mehta,
appearing for theCentre, referred to the
laws on transgenders and said there are
several rights suchas the right to choose
partners, privacy right, right to choose
sexual orientation, and any discrimina-
tion is criminally prosecutable.

“However, the conferment of socio-
legal status of marriage cannot be done
through judicial decisions. It cannot
even be done by the legislature. The
acceptancehas to come fromwithin the
society,” the top government law officer
said.

He said the problem will arise when
a person, who is a Hindu, wants to avail
the right to marry within the same sex
while remaining aHindu.

“Hindus and Muslims and other
communitieswill be affectedand that is
why the states should be heard,” the
law officer said. “We are not going into
the personal laws and now you want us
to get into it. Why? How can you
ask us to decide it? We cannot be com-
pelled to hear everything,” the Bench
said.

Then this will amount to “short cir-
cuiting” the issueand theCentre’s stand
is not to hear it all, Mehta said, towhich
theCJI responded: “Weare takingamid-
dle course. We don't have to decide
everything to decide something.” On
beingpointedout that even the religion-
neutral Special Marriage Act has the
term ‘manandawoman’, thebench said
it is not the question of “genitals” and
theverynotionof the special lawhaving
“man and woman” is not restricted to
the genitals.

Mehta,however, insisted it is restrict-
ed to the genitals and added there were
several lawswhich thecourtwill bemak-
ing redundant inadvertently if it chose
to give legal backing to same-sex mar-
riages. The law officer gave the example
of theCodeofCriminalProcedure (CrPC)
and said a woman cannot be called for
examination after a certain time and
there could be a situation where a man
says that though he has the genitals of a
male he is not aman.

HesaidtheNCPhasdecid-
ed to strengthen the Maha
Vikas Aghadi (MVA) and the
coalition has planned several
rallies that target the Centre
and the Maharashtra govern-
ment over various issues.

The MVA comprises Shiv
Sena (Uddhav Balasaheb
Thackeray), NCP, and
Congress.

Responding to a query,
Pawar said no signatures of
(NCP)MLAswere taken.

“Weareworkingasafamily

and will continue to do that,”
he added.

Rumours about Ajit
Pawar’s next political move
starteddoingroundslastweek
when he suddenly cancelled
his scheduled meetings and
also made comments which
were seen as being soft on the
BJPandChiefMinisterEknath
Shinde'scamp.TheBJPispart
of the Shinde government.

Shiv Sena (UBT) leader
SanjayRaut onSunday added
grist to therumourmillclaim-
ingSharadPawarrecentlytold
Uddhav Thackeray that his
party will never join hands
with the BJP even if anyone
takesanindividualdecisionto
do so.

Ajit Pawar slammed Raut

without taking the latter’s
name on Tuesday and said
spokespersonsofotherparties
are behaving like spokesper-
sons of NCP. The NCP leader
said he would raise this issue
inpartymeeting.

“No one knows who has
given them this right. You
speakaboutthepartyofwhich
you are a spokesperson. You
speak about your party's
mouthpiece.Weareverycapa-
ble ofmaking our stand clear.
“There isnoreasontotakeour
brief. They can put forth
respective (party's) views.Our
party'sspokespersons, leaders
at the state, as well as the
national level, are capable of
explaining the party's stand,"
he added.
