(GM) Mustard hybrid,
DMH-11 agninst the next best
varlety in some of the govern-
ment-sanctioned trial sites has
not been very clearly estab-
lished, according to people in
the know. Its weight has also
been discovered to be lowerin
the first special trial conducted
in ICAR (Indian Agricultural
Research Institute) facilities,
sources said.

The DML does give aper
hectare yvield of 26 tonnes as
claimed by the developers,
sources at the six feld trials
done last season confirmed,
but how it fares compared (o
other varieties at the testing
sites isn't very clear yet.

Sources said that according
to ICAR's protocols under All
India Coordinated Research
Project on Rapeseed and
Mustard, mustard hybrids that
are being tested should give at
least 5 per cent more yield
than its competing best per-
forming hybrid variety plant-
ed along the test variety.

It should also give 10 per
cent more yield than the
competing check varlety
planted alongside the variety
being tested.

In case of DMH-11, the vari-
ety was planted alongside six
other competing varieties o
test its yield and other poten-
tals in different locations
across India, which would
have opened the door for com-
mercial release.

Andhra Pradesh shelves plan to
Sframelaw on legalising MSP

In an apparent reversal of its
move, the Andhra Pradesh
government has decided 1o
shelve its plan of legislation
Lo guarantee minimum sup-
port price (MSF) for farmers,
which reportedly had clauses
that included heavy penalties
and jail terms for violators.

The state is expected to
come up with a reworked RBill
inthis regard, topsourcessaid,

The government has
decided to shelve the current
draft Bill on guaranteeing
MSP and rework it. said two
sources aware about the
development.

Though the officials did
not give any reason forshelv-
ing the plan, sources said top
political authorities in the
state were not comfortable
with the draft’s content and
wanted a second look at it

The Bill was expected to
beintroduced in the mext ses-
sion of the Assembly.

Farlier this month,
reports  quoting  state
Agriculture Minister Kakani
Govardhana Reddy had indi-
cated that a judicial review
committee was looking at the

draft Bill.

According 1o reports, the
Bill was titled “the Andhra
Pradesh Farmers' Produce
Support Price Act, 20237 It
defined MSF to be a price set
by the state but which would
not be lower than the Centre-
determined MSP. It also said
the MSP notified under the
Act was enforceable for any
transactions in the state with
regard to farmers’ produce,
irrespective of whether this
transaction happened within
mandis, cooperative soci-
eties, orany other coflectives,

According to reports, it
also provided for a penalty
of 50,000 for entering into

orany other collectives

any transaction below the
MSP for the first time, It will
£0 up to 1 lakh and there
will be imprisonment for up
to six months for subsequent
violations.

This Bill and similar
moves have been a con-
tentious issue with stakehold-
ers, and experts have pointed
towards the market-distort-
ing nature of such proposals.

A few years ago, in one of
its price reports, the
Commuission for Agriculture
Costs and Prices (CACP), the
body which sets the MSP for
23 kharif and rabi crops, had
suggested bringing in legis-

lation titled “Right to Sell at
MSP", which would give legal
backing to the exercise and
ensure that no one pur-
chased crops below the fixed
mandated price. The recom-
meéndation was never pur-
sued thereafter.

In August 2018, the
Maharashira government
under then chiel minister
Déevendra Fadnavis decided
to  amend the state
Agricultural Produce Market
Committee Act, making it
Hlegal for a private trader 1o
purchase agricultural pro-
duce below the government-
fixed MSP.

The amendment said any
trader who falled to purchase
farm goods at MSP could be
sent to jail for a year or be
compelled to pay a fine
af 250,000,

“The problem with legal-
ising MSP is ensuring that
private players follow the
guidelines. It can be done
wherever government pur-
chases take place. Also such
moves are against market-
forces,” S Mahendra Dev, for-
mer director and vice-chan-
cellor of the Indira Gandhi
Institute of Development
Research, Mumbai, told
Business Standard.
